Entry and Registration:
Entries will be accepted in accordance with the FIS quotas and rules for 
an ANC Continental Cup. All entries for the Jucy Rental ANC Ski Cross 
must go through our online registration system. The main purpose of 
this online system is to replace the manual process of submitting paper-
based entry forms by fax or email to the event. 

The information you are required to enter is the same as on the FIS forms 
you would usually submit and you can print a copy for your own records.

You can add or remove athletes, edit athletes and officials at any time
	 until registration closes. It will automatically update on our system.
4.	 To get confirmation of your entry emailed to you, click the button “Send Teamlist as PDF”.

Winter Games NZ will provide lift passes for competitors on official training and competition days. Half price 
tickets can be purchased for athletes on non-competition/official training days at Cardrona Alpine Resort from 
13 - 28 August 2011 inclusive (Winter Games NZ accreditation will be required to purchase discounted tick-
ets). 

Training and competition bibs will be allocated at the team captains meetings. A bib deposit of $100 per team 
will be required. It is mandatory that all competitors wear their bibs during all official training, competition and  
at the award ceremony.

Visas 
Visitors from certain countries must have a visitor visa to 
enter New Zealand. New Zealand has a special policy for 
athletes, coaches, administrators, officials and support 
staff visiting the country to participate in sporting events. 

Liability 
All athletes, officials and members of the National Associations who attend and participate in the event shall 
do so at their own risk. Winter Games NZ, sponsors and suppliers, their agents, employees and volunteers 
shall not be responsible for any losses or injuries incurred or suffered by the athletes, official or other person 
in conjunction with the organising or staging of the event. Public Liability Insurance of (CHF) 3 million is in 
place for the period of the event.  

If you are injured in New Zealand (including whilst competing in a ski race), you may need the assistance of 
the Accident Compensation Corporation (ACC), New Zealand’s accident compensation scheme.  ACC helps 
pay for your care – and that means paying towards the cost of your treatment and helping your recovery while 
you remain in New Zealand.  ACC will not cover any medical or related costs arising from the accident after 
you leave New Zealand. You will accordingly still need to arrange your own travel and medical insurance. New 
Zealand’s medical facilities are not free to visitors except as a result of an accident but even in the case of an 
accident, surcharges in private facilities will apply.
